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EN 48 — Junior English

The district curriculum is aligned to the Arizona State Standards for Writing and Reading.

Based on best practices, students should write daily, receive specific instruction in writing, and write for a
variety of purposes and audiences.

An integrated approach is assumed for many course objectives. Components of English are interrelated and
intended to be interactive whenever possible. Specific course objectives are not linear and not necessarily
sequential.

Multiple assessment methods should be used to evaluate understanding and application of course objectives.

It is expected that course objectives be taught to grade level mastery to ensure appropriate articulated learning
between grade levels.

Students should have the opportunity to use technology to enhance communication skills.
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EN 48 — Junior English

Course Description: This course integrates the modes of expository essay writing with the study of American literature. Course content combines the
study of literary models of fiction and nonfiction, and the composition skills of exposition. Composition emphasis is on research skills, development
of language skills, and multi-paragraph essays. Literary emphasis is on themes and literary movements in America.

STRAND 1: Writing Process
Concept 1: Prewriting — Includes using strategies to generate, plan, and organize ideas for specific purposes.
Concept 2: Drafting — Incorporates prewriting activities to create a first draft containing necessary elements for a specific purpose.

Concept 3: Revising — Includes evaluating and refining the rough draft for clarity and effectiveness. (Ask: Does this draft say what
you want it to say?)

Concept 4: Editing — Includes proofreading and correcting the draft for conventions.
Concept 5: Publishing — Includes formatting and presenting a final product for the intended audience.

STRAND 2: Writing Components

Concept 1: Ideas & Content — Writing is clear and focused, holding the reader’s attention throughout. Main ideas stand out and are
developed by strong support and rich details. Purpose is accomplished.

Concept 2: Organization — Addresses the structure of the writing and integrates the central meaning and patterns that hold the piece
together.

Concept 3: Voice — Will vary according to the type of writing, but should be appropriately formal or casual, distant or personal,
depending on the audience and purpose.

Concept 4: Word Choice — Reflects the writer’s use of specific words and phrases to convey the intended message and employs a
variety of words that are functional and appropriate to the audience and purpose.

Concept 5: Sentence Fluency — Addresses the rhythm and flow of language. Sentences are strong and varied in structure and length.

Concept 6: Conventions — Addresses the mechanics of writing, including capitalization, punctuation, spelling, grammar and usage,

and paragraph breaks.

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STRAND 3: Writing Applications

Concept 1: Expressive — Includes personal narratives, stories, poetry, songs, and dramatic pieces. Writing may be based on real or
imagined events.

Concept 2: Expository — Includes non-fiction writing that describes, explains, informs, or summarizes ideas and content. The
writing supports a thesis based on research, observation, and/or experience.

Concept 3: Functional — Provides specific directions or information related to real-world tasks. This includes letters, memos,
schedules, directories, signs, manuals, forms, recipes, and technical pieces for specific content areas.

Concept 4: Persuasive — Used for the purpose of influencing the reader. The author presents an issue and expresses an opinion in
order to convince an audience to agree with the opinion or to take a particular action.

Concept 5: Literary Response — The writer’s reaction to a literary selection. The response includes the writer’s interpretation,
analysis, opinion, and/or feelings about the piece of literature and selected elements within it.

Concept 6: Research — Process in which the writer identifies a topic or question to be answered. The writer locates and evaluates
information about the topic or question, and then organizes, summarizes, and synthesizes the information into a
finished product.
